old as the cave pamtings depicting people imitating amimals. We
don’t know what those ancient mimes were doing, but we do know that
artists often use illusions not just to reflect reality, but to comment upon
it as well,

In The [Musionist Dan Kamim does a series of short, satincal sketches,
each of them centered around a movernent illusion, He skewers dangerous
drivers, overconfident test-takers and people going to ndiculous extremes
to impress a date, Yet underlying the comedy of chamcter are the illusions
themselves, which present a more fundamental dramatic conflict: the
struggle of the human body against invisible, implacable forces. Dan
Kamin's battle with the pull of gravity or the push of a powerful wind can
be seen as a metaphor for our all too human determination to prevail

against seemingly impossible odds.
