As Chadie Chaplin is still tops with me. [ like other silent movie stars like Buster Keaton, Harold Lovd and Douglas
Fairbanks. [ al=o like 3 famous French stage mime named Marcel Marceaw, A lob of early television comedians
did good movernent, such a5 Red Skelton and 5id Caesar and Lucille Ball Today, Jun Carrey . and Ben
Stiller both do 3 lot of good physical comedy.

©: Did you ever make a movie or appear on bedevision?

A Yes. T rught several movie stars 1o do physical comedy—Robert Downey, Jr. for the
movie Chaplie and Johnny Depp for Benny and foon. I plaved small parts in those
miovies, too. [ trained the “Mars Girl” in Mars Attacks! And believe it or not, [ once
played a movie monster myself—a wooden Indlan who came to lite in the flm Crespshion 2.

A Dwrote 3 book called Charie Chaplins One-Mon Show Robert Downey, | saw it when he was
preparing to play Chaplin, and he calked me up bere in Pittsburgh and announced that he was

1've
added talking, props, magic and sometimes even other petformers. I've dane many shows with symphony
orchestras, including Boston, FPhiladelphia, Pitsburgh and Singapere, and performed in such unlikely places
as the sireets of London, factories, prizons, mental hospatals and even amusement parks. My work has brought
tree around the world. All in all, I've been having a great time.
